Rockcliffe Rinks Policy on hockey after 9PM on flood nights

The Rockcliffe Rinks are in good shape because they are flooded 6 nights a week (not Sundays) by a crew of 97 Rockcliffe Hosers - volunteers.

Normally the rink is closed at 9PM and the crews flood from 9PM to 11PM.

However, seven years ago we started a policy where those that wanted to play hockey until 10PM agreed to shovel the boarded rink between 9-10PM and then Hosers would flood after that.

The flood crews start on the Jubilee Garden rink by scraping, shoveling and flooding and then they move to the boarded rink around 10PM. That boarded rink should be scraped and shoveled by the 9PM-10PM users or they will lose the privilege of extended play.

If all players participate in the shoveling, it is a 5-10 minute task.

In 2009 we will continue with this policy unless there are abuses. Also, abusing the flooders will not be tolerated. They are, after all, keeping the rink in good shape.

Summary:

If you want to keep playing hockey after 9PM then you must have shovelled the rink by 10PM.
